Judy announced her selection for the temporary, part-time staff member.  It is Jean Eversman, who has volunteered for the library for the last few years and has some training on Dynix.




Vicki moved the board approve Jean as the temporary, part-time staff member to replace Rosanne during her knee surgery and recovery. At no cost to the taxpayers, AFLAC offered a “pre-taxed” payroll deduction to the staff who wished to receive it.  Judy Groom was the only one accepting this health insurance.  It will be deducted from her payroll check pending board approval.

Judy reported on her research for the possibility of providing Wi-Fi access to the library patrons.  There will be a $300.00 one-time fee for hardware, setup, and installation and no annual/recurring costs.




Terry moved we provide this technical resource.  Dora seconded.  Roll call vote: Dora Becker - Aye, Betty Gerfen - Aye, Terry Groth - Aye, Vicki Helms - Aye, Kay Marshall - Aye, Lawrence Meggs -Aye, David Mitchell - Aye. Seven ayes, no nays, motion carried.



2)
Judy announced it is the normal time to request bids for cleaning the carpet and linoleum.  The board added we also need to resurface the asphalt parking lot.  After some discussion, it was decided to postpone both activities until the Building Project Construction is complete.

Judy presented a letter from the Shawnee Library System reminding all libraries in the system that each library board is required to vote each year on the cost of the non-resident card for the coming year.




Kay moved this library maintain its non-resident card cost at $120.00.  Dora seconded. Roll call vote: Dora Becker - Aye, Betty Gerfen - Aye, Terry Groth - Aye, Vicki Helms - Aye, Kay Marshall - Aye, Lawrence Meggs -Aye, David Mitchell - Aye. Seven ayes, no nays, motion carried.

Dora moved the board accept “Ordinance 2009-1 Special Tax of .02% Building and Maintenance Fund for the Fiscal Year July 2009 - Jun 2010.”  Vicki seconded. Seven ayes, no nays, motion carried.

David moved the board publish the  “Ordinance 2009-1 Special Tax of .02% Building and Maintenance Fund for the Fiscal Year July 2009 - Jun 2010” in the Freeburg Tribune.  Terry seconded. Roll call vote: Dora Becker - Aye, Betty Gerfen - Aye, Terry Groth - Aye, Vicki Helms - Aye, Kay Marshall - Aye, Lawrence Meggs -Aye, David Mitchell - Aye. Seven ayes, no nays, motion carried.



6)
Judy presented an incident report from a library patron against the man who mows the lawn.  “The Freeburg Area Library lawn care man came into the library to use the restroom.  Upon coming back from the restrooms he then bought a candy bar and asked the advice of myself and Rosanne as to the colors for a church sign.  He wanted to know if orange would be a good color to attract the people to his church picnic.  I said that it reminded me of Halloween and Rosanne said that it would definitely catch people’s attention being a bold color.  I then mentioned maybe a bright blue and then left the discussion while Rosanne continued the discussion going back to orange would work well.  The lawn care man then in turn said that he could just have me ***** stand out there with a sign in a bikini to attract attention and make people take notice of the sign.  I in turn got extremely uncomfortable and said that I do not do swimming suits; Rosanne also mentioned that that did not sound like a good idea.  He then laughed and then walked out of the library.”



After some discussion of other incidents with the same person which made others feel extremely uncomfortable, David moved (1) that Judy tell the owner of the lawn care business that this person is not to return to the library, (2) that the incident be reported to the police to make them aware of the situation, and (3) that the incident be recorded in the board’s minutes.  Dora seconded. Seven ayes, no nays, motion carried.
