3.  AT&T - The board reviewed the formal complaint that Judy wrote to send to the Illinois Commerce Commission.  The Commission will set up a formal hearing.

4.  Fill Director Vacancy - First, a search committee needs to be formed of at least 3 board members.  Betty suggested Dora Becker, Holly Zipfel, Vicki Helms, and Terry Groth.  President Vicki Helms appointed the four trustees to the search committee.  The search committee will meet Wednesday, the 26th and Friday, the 28th at 1:30.  Serving Our Public Manual, Chapter 3 Personnel - Personnel Standards to review #1 and #5  Judy Groom will provide information for the applications.   Judy will then post the job opening on the Illinois Heartland Library System website.
5.  Ronnie Stellhorn gave the library a $1,000 check for the Rotary Grant titled 'Computer Classes for Older Adults'.  The money will be reimbursed for grant expenses.  Two-thirds of the money was donated by Rotary Southern Illinois District and one-third was donated by the Rotary Freeburg club.
