The regular meeting of the Freeburg Area Library District Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:20 p.m. by President Vicki Helms. The report was reviewed.  Vicki requested an explanation for any checks written to a person to replace monies spent from the Bea Fries Estate.
Monthly Bills:
Terry made a motion to approve the payment of all bills.  Dora seconded.  Roll call: Dora Becker - Aye, Betty Gerfen - Aye, Terry Groth - Aye, Vicki Helms - Aye, Kay Marshall - Aye, Ron Stellhorn - Aye, and Holly Zipfel - Aye.  Seven ayes, none absent, no nays, motion carried.
Directors’ Reports: 
Karen presented Kristin’s and her written reports.
Youth Services Reports:

Karen presented her written report.  Karen mentioned she is the new Chairman of SWAYS for 2014-2015.
Correspondence:

Kay read a thank you note from Judy.

Karen noted the letter for Petition for the Annexation to the Village of Freeburg.  This area is already within the library district.

Unfinished Business:

1. The final check from AT&T was received and deposited.

2. The Policy Committee recommended approval of the new Personnel Policy with changes suggested last month. Seven ayes, none absent, no nays, motion carried.
3. The Board reviewed the Illinois State Library Policy, Chapter 7 as required.

4. The Job Descriptions for the Assistant Director and Youth Services Librarian and the contract for the Assistant Director/Youth Services Librarian position were referred to the Finance Committee to include in their budget 2014-2015 preparations to be followed by the Personnel Committee’s approval of the documents as completed by the Finance Committee.

5. Kay reminded the Board the Assistant Director’s pay during Director’s leaves was decided some time back.  Dora agreed.

After the meeting with help from Karen, Kay found the decision as written in the minutes of the 1 Aug 2014 Special Board Meeting.  It is as follows:

Dora moved to amend the 23 Jul motion to appoint Karen Voelker as Assistant Director on 1 August at a salary of $26,416 per year with five sick days to accumulate to ten, two weeks vacation and no personal days including attendance at regular Board Meetings and an hourly rate of $14/hour in the event of the Director’s absence for a full day due to illness. 6. The Board discussed the possibility of increasing a staff member’s hours to 32 hours per week including IMRF.  The discussion was referred to the Finance Committee to forward to the Personnel Committee after budget decisions are made.

7. Vicki announced that she discovered Michelle Etling had not been called about painting areas of the library.  Karen was asked to call Michelle to schedule the required painting.

4 Karen passed out copies of the Illinois Library Laws and the Trustee Facts File to each member of the Board.

5 Terry suggested the Board purchase a gift for Kristin’s new son, Nolan Zachery Green.  Everyone agreed.  Terry will purchase the gift to be presented at the next Board meeting.
